MINUTES

I.     Call to Order – Carlene Kelleher, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 7:02 pm.
II.     Roll Call – Carlene Kelleher, Michelle Sigfridson, Craig Dunlop, Aaron Kerouack, Derek Wesolowski. Donald Francis and Donald Fuss were absent with notice.

VI.      Other Unfinished Business:

1. Discussion of Village Center District Rewrite.
· Define Minor Modifications – Only when in view from the road. Already covered by “when consistent with design standards” and approved by ZEO. Use similar wording as in the last sentence in 3.4.5.5.1. Will work with J. Roberson to make a list of examples, but not an all-inclusive list - just to illustrate intent (some suggestions for inclusion: lighting fixtures, handrails, shutters, fences).
· 3.4.5.2.1 – Due to concern of new construction or new commercial uses not visible from the public roadway, add “Subject to the requirements of 3.4.5.3 - Special Permit Uses.” Possibly put the Special Permit Section before the Applicability Section. C. Kelleher will consult with J. Roberson.
· 3.4.5.2.2 & 3.4.5.2.3 – See above first bullet - Define Minor Modifications.

· 3.4.5.3 – Agricultural Uses – Current regulations imply commercial. C. Kelleher will consult with J. Roberson.

Craftsperson – Craftsperson needs to be defined as between light industry and art. C. Kelleher will consult with J. Roberson. Rick Ives suggested that the consultant may also help with this. He stated that hiring the consultant needs to be high priority. 
· 3.4.5.4 – Mixed Occupancy Uses – change “only” to “a maximum of” 2 dwelling units above first floor business.
Multi-Family Dwellings – No changes.

· 3.4.5.5.1 – Add a reference to special permit in the last sentence. C. Kelleher will consult with J. Roberson.
· 3.4.5.6.8 – Too broad. Previous language - “any change to stone walls should be minimized,” or list exceptions. Change wording to preserve stone walls, yet offer some flexibility. C. Kelleher will consult with J. Roberson.
· 3.4.5.7.3.2 & 3.4.5.7.3.2.1 – C. Kelleher will consult with J. Roberson. 
· The Commission will consult with J. Roberson regarding underground utilities at the November meeting.

ARTICLE 2 - DEFINITIONStc \l1 "ARTICLE X         ADMINISTRATION AND ENFORCEMENT
LIMITED BUSINESS ENTERPRISE means a business enterprise on a lot in the RA Zone with frontage on a state highway and that is limited to 2,400 s.f. in floor area.
