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MINUTES
I. Call to Order – Chair, Carlene Kelleher, called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.
II. Roll Call – Carlene Kelleher, Michelle Sigfridson, Craig Dunlop, Donald Francis, David Fuss, Aaron Kerouack, Derek Wesolowski.
Staff Present – Jana Roberson, AICP, Land Use Administrator; Rick Ives, First Selectman.
III. Seating of Alternates – None.
IV. Adoption of Minutes:

1. Regular Meeting Minutes July 2, 2014

Motion by D. Fuss to accept the Regular Meeting Minutes July 2, 2014, as presented. Second for discussion by A. Kerouack.

A.Kerouack stated that on page 6, the vote on the motion was 4-l.

Motion carried 6-0 with the above correction. M. Sigfridson abstained because she had not attended that meeting.

2. Special Meeting Minutes July 15, 2014.

Motion by D. Fuss to accept the Special Meeting Minutes July 15, 2014, as presented. Second by D. Francis. 

J. Roberson stated that on pages 5 and 7, references to Keith White should read Keith Hoyt.

Motion carried unanimously with the above corrections.

V. Public Commentary
Darlene Otto, 19 Gunnar Drive, stated that she would like to put a 10’ x 14’ deck on the back of her house which is in a historical district and was told (when applying for permit) that she would need a special permit for anything that could be seen from the road. She had received approval from the Health Department. She presented photos to the Commission and asked them to consider whether she would need to go through the special permitting process. 
Ms. Otto explained:

· How the proposed deck would be seen in the back corner
· How the deck would be filling in a hole where there is a 5’ drop from her sliding glass door in the sun room

· Ledger board is there from a previous deck project that had been started 7 years ago

C. Kelleher stated that this is an example of why the re-write of the Regulations for the VCD is necessary.

Discussion ensued. 

It was the consensus of the Commission that a boundary change may be the solution for this matter and that Staff should look into the best solution.
Ms. Otto asked if the building permit application that she had already paid for has expired. J. Roberson will check on it. Ms. Otto will call J. Roberson next week. R. Ives stated that this would not be an issue due to the extenuating circumstances.
Joe Voccio, 60 Fairway Drive, asked that the Commission include an inclusionary zoning ordinance as part of the discussions regarding revisions/modifications to regulations/ordinances. The Town’s percentage of affordable housing is perilously close to 10 percent. He reminded the Commission that if it should fall below 10 percent, a proposal could come before this board (including an element of affordable housing) and bypass local authority over the Town Zoning. He offered his assistance.
C. Kelleher stated that this could be added to the list that the Commission needs to devote attention to.
Norm Thibeault, Killingly Engineering Associates, stated that he had been before the Commission a couple months ago with a modification to the special permit to add Building 15 to Brooklyn Commons which had been approved. The building is currently under construction, but a slight grading modification is necessary which he thinks is more of a wetlands issue rather than a modification of the special permit. He provided copies of plans for review by the Commission. He explained that they are proposing to extend the existing drainage pipe approximately 30 feet to connect the slopes between two buildings to keep the drainage outlet where it was so there wouldn’t be activity closer to the wetlands. However, this created a huge gore between the buildings (a ravine that is approximately 18 to 20 feet deep where it discharges). He stated that it is a dangerous situation. They are proposing to extend the drainage pipe and fill in the gore to even out the slope between the two buildings creating a more natural-looking slope and provide a safe egress around the building. They are on the agenda for Wetlands next week as they will be discharging a little closer to the wetlands than originally proposed. He stated that he wanted to let the P&Z Commission know of their intentions and asked for comments on whether this would need to come before the Commission as a modification to the special permit or if Wetlands approval is sufficient.
There was a consensus among the Commission Members that Wetlands approval would be sufficient. J. Roberson stated that it could come back to the Commission at a subsequent meeting for review and action as a modification (housekeeping).
Jules Dagastino, 6 Barrett Hill, stated that he will reserve his comments regarding Route 169 for the second session of Public Commentary. He reminded the Commission that conducting business during Public Commentary is not allowed.
VI. Unfinished Business:

a. Reading of Legal Notice – Read by M. Sigfridson.
b. Continued Public Hearings – None.
c. New Public Hearings: 

1. SPG14-001 Strategic Commercial Realty, Inc. d/b/a/ Rawson Materials, Rukstela Road and Allen Hill Road Extension, Map 30, Lots 12 A, 15, 16, 17 and 18, RA Zone; Removal of earth materials from site. 
C. Kelleher read into the record the letter dated August 6, 2014, from Attorney, Ernest J. Cotnoir, stating that Rawson Materials withdrew the application. C. Kelleher stated that Rawson Materials will be resubmitting at a later date.
2. SP14-005 Joseph J. Steele, 15 Providence Road, Map 29, Lot 139-1, VCD

 Zone, .75 acres; Hair Salon, Commercial Kitchen for catering only, wedding chapel for very small weddings, private residence. 
Joseph Steele, East Lyme, CT, stated that he wants to restore the historic building to the guidelines of the Town. He wants to live there and run the small, quiet businesses from inside the building. He and his fiancé, Cindy Smith, explained that they may add a commercial kitchen in the future if the Town of Brooklyn requires it for the catering business. They explained the renovations to be done:
· Change lights – photos provided in packet
· Roof repairs
· White paint on pillars
· Add a period door on the balcony (replacing a window) – photo provided in packet

J. Roberson provided a photo of statuary to be included in the application as part of the proposal. She stated that the proposed uses are Technical Hair Salon, Commercial Kitchen for catering only, wedding chapel for very small weddings, private residence. She went over the proposed renovations. In addition to the above: fencing (to look like wrought iron) on west side of the property to the rear (photo provide in packet); sign; statuary; lamp posts.
Mr. Steele and Ms. Smith explained that they decided to go with a different sign. Mr. Steele stated that they want to remove the commercial lighting and use more decorative, period-looking lighting.
Ms. Smith stated that they would not be replacing the door on the first floor porch that had been blocked and removed. She stated that is where the hair salon would be and that they would deal with it for now by fixing it from the inside somehow. 
A.Kerouack asked about the driveways. Ms. Smith stated that the Church owns both of the driveways and Mr. Steele has an easement over the Church’s property. Ms. Steele explained to A. Kerouack, and he reiterated, that the road that belongs to the Catholic Church on the side of Trinity Episcopal is being retained for access to the rear lot that the Church also owns, so they are going to have a one-way access from the main Church entrance around their building, and a one-way out that way. 
There is a parking lot in back with about ten parking spaces. Mr. Steele stated that there would be a maximum of about 10 to 15 people attending each of the small weddings and then would be moved to another facility for the reception. 
Mr. Steele and Ms. Smith stated that they are thinking of opening a restaurant in the area and they want to remove commercial kitchen from the application.

Comments from the public:

Bob Kiley, Allen Hill Road, asked if the sale of the property had been closed. Mr. Steele answered that it has not been finalized, but they have a commitment letter. Mr. Kiley asked if the easement language was in the deed. Ms. Smith stated that Rene Barbeau (Realtor) was supposed to get it to her, but she had not received it. Paul Archer, Archer Surveying, stated that he has knowledge of the easement: Yes, they have deeded on both driveways entering. One is for access only, the one going into the Church area, they have access for right-to-pass and re-pass plus utilities because that is where the sewer line and water line come it.
Pat Bartholic, Route 169, asked if there would be an in and out of their driveway to the Church and if that is all they have for parking. Mr. Archer stated, that is correct and that they did not get any rights to go any further past that parking lot.
Toni Murd, 33 Providence Road, asked if they are talking about the tarred parking lot. Mr. Archer answered the main entrance coming in is paved and the parking lot off to the right behind the building is Mr. Steele’s parking lot. The Church still maintains ownership of the driveway coming in. Mr. Archer, again, explained the right of way. She asked if Mr. Steele would be residing in the home. Mr. Steele stated that he would be. She asked how many chairs in the salon. Mr. Steele answered one and he explained that it is private for clients who are burn victims, had brain surgery, cancer, and other reasons for hair loss. She asked if clients from East Lyme will come here. Mr. Steele stated that he is moving is business here.
J. Roberson asked if he has any employees. Mr. Steele stated no.

Pat Bartholic asked if Mr. Steele could decide to have more chairs in the salon. C. Kelleher stated that he has presented on his application what he is seeking approval for.

Bob Kiley asked if the application text is available online. C. Kelleher stated that it is not, but it is available in the Town Hall.

Keenan Marr, 307 Woodward Road, stated that the Church goers were advised over the past few weeks that eventually the back parking lot would be private and that they would not be allowed access to it. Ms. Smith answered that it is part of the land. Mr. Keenan asked if Mr. Steele’s clientele would be governed by the current signage which tells drivers to take a left, then a right, putting you on the Trinity Church part of the property. Ms. Smith stated that if he wants the one-way to stay, it will stay. 

Richard Slattery. North Society Road, asked if there is an agreement with the Church for snow plowing. Ms. Smith stated that the Church maintains the easements, but not the parking lot. Mr. Steele stated that if the Church did not plow it, he would make sure that it gets plowed. 
Jules Dagastino, 6 Barrett Hill, asked what the sign will say. Mr. Steele stated that it will say: J. S. Choice, Hair Replacement Center, Phone Number. Then, on a small sign underneath: House of Good. Mr. Dagastino suggested that Mr. Steele consider wording for the sign: Hair Replacement Center, By Appointment Only.
A hand-sketched draft of the sign was included in the packets. However, Mr. Steele altered the wording from the sketch that was submitted. J. Roberson stated that the Commission would not be able to approve the sign without final details.
Keenan Marr, 307 Woodward Road, asked if this application would be voted on tonight. C. Kelleher stated that it depends on whether the Commission feels that it has enough information to make a decision. If not, the public hearing would be continued.

A.Kerouack asked if there were any requests for waivers. J. Roberson stated that there is a site plan and that there are no requests for waivers.
Motion by A. Kerouack to close the application SP14-005 Special Permit in VCD, Applicant, Joseph J. Steele, hair salon, wedding chapel, private residence, and minor exterior renovations and landscaping at 15 Providence Road. Second by M. Sigfridson. Motion carried unanimously.
3. Other Unfinished Business:

1. SPG14-001 Strategic Commercial Realty, Inc. d/b/a/ Rawson Materials, Rukstela Road and Allen Hill Road Extension, Map 30, Lots 12 A, 15, 16, 17 and 18, RA Zone; Removal of earth materials from site. Withdrawn.
2. SP14-005 Joseph J. Steele, 15 Providence Road, Map 29, Lot 139-1, VCD Zone, .75 acres; Hair Salon, Commercial Kitchen for catering only, wedding chapel for very small weddings, private residence. 
C. Kelleher asked J. Roberson to summarize what the Commission will be able to take action on. J Roberson stated that application was amended to remove Commercial Kitchen. She stated the proposed uses for 15 Providence Road:
· Hair Salon
· Small Wedding Chapel 

· Private Residence

J. Roberson stated that they have on-site parking (approximately 10 spaces, including handicapped space). Proposed exterior changes: They are proposing a window, to display statues, to install some wrought iron fencing, to replace a light fixture, to replace a roof, and to paint. 

Mr. Steele decided to change the shape of the sign from that in the hand-drawn sketch that had been submitted. It was decided that the sign would be excluded from the application since the Commission felt that a single detail with all information on it was needed. Mr. Steele would need to come back with a sign permit application at a future date.

J. Roberson stated the items removed from the application and asked if there were any other changes. There was no mention of any other changes. She asked the Applicant to initial the changes on the form: 

· Commercial Kitchen Use

· Sign

· Door (which had been sided over)
A.Kerouack asked if a copy of the deed restrictions/maintenance agreement for the easement would be provided. J. Roberson stated that the plan had been recorded and it mentions the easements. She stated that she had asked to see a copy of the easements. 

M. Sigfridson asked if the whole building would be painted. Mr. Steele stated that most of the building is aluminum sided and that it would be power washed and then the trim work would be painted. The application is correct.
Motion by A. Kerouack to approve the Application SP14-005 Special Permit in VCD, Applicant, Joseph J. Steele, hair salon, wedding chapel, private residence, and minor exterior renovations and landscaping at 15 Providence Road in accordance with the submitted plans, amendments, materials and testimony with the finding that the proposal is consistent with the standards of the Village Center District.. Second by D. Wesolowski. Motion carried unanimously.
3. Discussion, testimony and potential action of proposed grandfathering of Dale Lyon, 133 Wauregan Road.
J. Roberson received a letter from an attorney retained by Mr. Lyon requesting that discussion be postponed to give him (the attorney) time to familiarize himself with the situation.
Motion by M. Sigfridson to postpone discussion, testimony and potential action of proposed grandfathering of Dale Lyon, 133 Wauregan Road. Second by A. Kerouack. 

M. Sigfridson amended her motion to include the date, Wednesday, September 3, 2014. Second by A. Kerouack. Motion carried unanimously.

VII. New Business:

a. Applications:

1. SP14-006 The Learning Clinic, 464 Pomfret Road, Map 27, Lot 7-7A, RA Zone; Pool Enclosure.
Steve Goulter, The Learning Clinic, 464 Pomfret Road, stated that they want to build an enclosure around the existing 25’ x 50’ pool. He stated that the design looks similar to a greenhouse, but has sliding glass doors all around it. He provided plans for the Commission to view. He stated that it will be heated and the roof panels open to let heat out, there will be no bathroom, but may be changing rooms, it will not be visible from the road. He stated that the design has not been finalized yet, but will be when he applies for the building permit. He provided a site plan to J. Roberson along with details.
Motion by D. Francis to a schedule public hearing for Application SP-14-006 The Learning Clinic, 464 Pomfret Road, Map 27, Lot7-7A, RA Zone, Pool Enclosure for the next regular meeting of the Planning and Zoning Commission to be held on September 3, 2014, at 7:00 pm, Clifford B. Green Memorial Building, 69 South Main Street, Brooklyn, CT. Second by D. Fuss. Motion carried unanimously.
2. SP14-007 The Citizen’s National Bank, 13 Canterbury Road, Map 24, Lot 105, VCD Zone; Install a back-up generator, propane tank 16 ft.by 5 ft. and 6 ft. white Freeport Lattice fence placed around the generator and propane tank.
Jo-Ann Chenail, represented the Applicant. She asked why the need for a public hearing or special permit since the Applicant is only adding a backup power source. 
Bob Chenail, Certified Zoning Enforcement Officer who worked for the Town of Putnam for 13 years, stated that they looked through the regulations, but could not find where it specifically states that a special permit is required for anything visible from a public road. He stated that his understanding is that special permit is for a use on the property. 
The regulations were consulted and discussion ensued regarding whether the generator attached to the pad would be considered a structure (per the definition). 
Mr. Chenail suggested that the Commission accept this Application and schedule the public hearing and, if it is found that a public hearing is not necessary, the application could be withdrawn. C. Kelleher stated that this is a reasonable solution and, if it is found that it does not require a public hearing, it could be addressed at a Special Meeting on August 19, 2014.
Motion by D. Francis to schedule a public hearing for Application SP14-007 The Citizen’s National Bank, 13 Canterbury Road, Map 24, Lot 105, VCD Zone; Install a backup generator, propane tank 16 ft. by 5 ft. and 6 ft. white Freeport Lattice fence placed around the generator and propane tank for the next regular meeting of the Planning and Zoning Commission to be held on September 3, 2014, at 7:00 pm, Clifford B. Green Memorial Building, 69 South Main Street, Brooklyn, CT. Second by D. Fuss. Motion carried unanimously.
3. SD14-002 Patrick Collins, Church Street/Henry Road, 1 lot Subdivision, Map 35, Lot 7A, R30 Zone.
Paul Archer, Archer Surveying, LLC, stated that in 1985 Robert Weaver created a lot of subdivisions on Church Street. He created the corner lot on Church Street and Henry Road. He provided copies of drawings, and pointed out that it says on the map, “not to be considered a building lot.” Mr. Weaver sold the lot to Charles Normandin who had a site plan done and had it recorded and had it approved by the Health Department. The ZEO at the time deemed it a buildable lot in a letter (copies were provided to the Commission Members). Mr. Normandin sold the lot to Patrick Collins who was under the impression that he was buying a buildable lot. However, during the permitting process, J. Roberson discovered it could not be a buildable lot because it had never gone through subdivision to create this lot. 

Mr.  Archer stated that they want to clarify it and make this a conforming lot to subdivision regulations. There are a couple of issues:

· He provided copies of a letter from a soil scientist (Normandin & Associates) dated June 24, 1999, which states that there are no wetlands on the property. Therefore, he feels this does not need to go before the Wetlands Commission. He provided an aerial view to demonstrate that there are no wetlands.
· Do they have to do a fee-in-lieu of open space for this one-lot subdivision? He stated that since 1985, the Tax Collector has taxed this property as a buildable lot. Also, when the ZEO deemed it a buildable lot in 2008 there was no open space requirement.

Discussion ensued.
J. Roberson stated that the ZEO’s letter from 2008 is misleading, but technically correct because he only referenced the zoning regulations. It was never created as a buildable lot under the subdivision regulations. She stated that no one had contested the way they were assessed. She stated that the way to correct this situation now is to subdivide the lot now. She stated that it is a subdivision (doesn’t meet the definition of re-subdivision), no public hearing required. She advised the Commission that she had discussed this with the Wetlands Chair, and he feels that it should go before the Wetlands Commission so that they can have the opportunity to determine jurisdiction as they are authorized to do by State Statute.
Motion by D. Francis to accept Application SD14-002 Patrick Collins, Church Street/Henry Street, 1 Lot Subdivision, Map 35, Lot 7A, R30 Zone. Second by A. Kerouack. Motion carried unanimously.

Discussion ensued regarding whether the application needs to go before the Wetlands Commission. 
Motion by D. Francis to approve Application SD14-002 Patrick Collins, Church Street/Henry Street, 1 Lot Subdivision, Map 35, Lot 7A, R30 Zone. Second by A. Kerouack. 

Discussion continued regarding whether the application needs to go before the Wetlands Commission. 

J. Roberson stated that her recommendation to Mr. Archer was to submit the Notification of Non-

Regulated Activity Form as soon as possible, go before Wetlands next week, and get on the P&Z’s agenda for either the Special Meeting of August 19th or the next Regular Meeting of September 3rd. This would give the Wetlands Commission a chance to review and act on their jurisdiction.
The motion was ruled out of order because the fee-in-lieu of open space had not been determined.

J. Roberson read Section 8.14 regarding open space/fee-in-lieu of open space from the Connecticut General Statutes which had been provided in the packets to the Commission Members. 

Discussion ensued. J. Roberson read from Section 8-25 of the Connecticut General Statutes and then discussion resumed regarding fee-in-lieu of open space.
The Commission Members were in agreement with 5 percent for the fee-in-lieu of open space.

It was decided that Paul Archer would get an appraisal (using Platt Associates) and go before Wetlands next week. He asked if this application could be put on the agenda for the P&Z Commission’s Special Meeting on August 19th. C. Kelleher asked the Members of the Commission if they would be able to attend that meeting. There were enough Members who stated that they could attend to make quorum. 
4. SPG14-002 Paul Sansoucy, Pomfret Road, Map 26, Lot 19A, RA Zone, 45 acres; Renewal of Existing Gravel Removal Permit.
Bruce Woodis, KWP Associates, represented the Applicant and he provided copies of a Gravel Removal Plan dated August 18, 2003 which shows complete updated topography of the areas Mr. Sansoucy has been working on for the last few years, and a new proposed Grading Plan dated August 4, 2014. Mr. Woodis explained that this was a previously approved quarry in 2003 and updated in 2007. The permit was inadvertently not renewed last year and technically, it is a new application, not a renewal.
Mr. Woodis stated that Mr. Sansoucy is still running, essentially, the same operation that he has been for over ten years and is not proposing any changes to his operation with the exception that he is currently also using the access drive that runs through Reisman’s property (old art studio) that Mr. Sansoucy now owns. Using, alternately, both access drives to remove material. Mr. Woodis stated that this is a small operation and he explained the process:
· Pick and break material out;

· Bring it to a sorting center (covered conveyor belt area);

· 3 or 4 guys sort through the rocks;

· Put rocks in bins and on pallets;

·  Truck them away (a handful of trucks per week).
Mr. Woodis stated that they have been good neighbors with no complaints about noise or trucks. He stated that they have submitted to Wetlands and that there is a Sheet #3 that will be coming that will include all details of trucks, operation, how many yards coming out, reclamation, etc.

D. Fuss asked if the topos would show how deep they will be going into the ground. Mr. Woodis answered yes.

Mr. Woodis will e-mail PDF’s to J. Roberson.
Motion by D. Francis to schedule a public hearing for Application SPG14-002 Paul Sansoucy, Pomfret Road, Map 26, Lot 19A, RA Zone, 45 acres; Gravel Special Permit for the next regular meeting of the Planning and Zoning Commission to be held on September 3, 2014, at 7:00 pm, Clifford B. Green Memorial Building, 69 South Main Street, Brooklyn, CT. Second by A. Kerouack. Motion carried unanimously.
5. SP14-008 Catherine Jones, 49 Pomfret Road, Map 25, Lot 16, VCD Zone; Rebuild Single Family Home with Attached Garage.
Paul Archer, Archer Surveying, LLC, represented the Applicant and he provided copies of plans to the Commission Members. He indicated where the original house, second house, and barn were (all had burned down). The Applicants propose to build a house in the original location. The application has already been approved by Wetlands. 
D. Francis asked about architectural review and if it would be done before the public hearing. To be selected, contracted, and paid for by P&Z Commission. J. Roberson will call Evelyn Smith. Paul Archer will get her a complete set of plans to review. J. Roberson stated that the site plan is complete. Mr. Archer agreed.
J. Roberson stated that she has the building plans. 
Discussion ensued regarding vinyl siding and compatibility.

Motion by M. Sigfridson to schedule a public hearing for Application SP14-008 Catherine Jones, 49 Pomfret Road, Map 25, Lot 16, VCD Zone, Rebuild Single Family Home with Attached Garage for the next regular meeting of the Planning and Zoning Commission to be held on September 3, 2014, at 7:00 pm, Clifford B. Green Memorial Building, 69 South Main Street, Brooklyn, CT. Second by A. Kerouack. Motion carried unanimously.
6. SPR14-003 Brooklyn Housing Authority/Town of Brooklyn, Teen Center, 31 Tiffany Street, Map 47, Lot 57, MMUDD Zone; Proposed change of use to Teen Center.
J. Roberson stated that the Teen Center would offer programs to students in grades 7 through 10 and to be operated by the Town of Brooklyn Parks & Recreation Department. There is public water and sewer on site. Change of use from daycare. Aerial photo included in packets. 
Discussion ensued regarding use. A. Kerouack stated that Teen Center should be added to the definitions. 
Motion by M. Sigfridson to approve Application SPR14-003 Brooklyn Housing Authority/Town of Brooklyn, Teen Center, 31 Tiffany Street, Map 47, Lot 57, MMUDD Zone; Proposed change of use to Teen Center in accordance with the submitted plans, materials and testimony with the finding that the proposal is consistent with the Mill Mixed-Use Development District. Second by Derek Wesolowski. Motion carried unanimously.
b. Other New Business:
1. Sign Permit Application; Town of Brooklyn, 4 Wolf Den Road, Map 24, Lot 55, VCD Zone; Request to place sign on side of Town Hall.
Rick Ives stated that the Town is required by State Statute to have a bulletin board on the outside of the building. It is enclosed. It will not have lighting.
A photo showing the location on the building was included in the packets.

Discussion ensued.

D. Francis stated that it is not a sign, it is a cabinet.

Motion by M. Sigfridson to approve the Sign Permit Application of the Town of Brooklyn, 4 Wolf Den Road, Map 24, Lot 55, VCD Zone; Request to place sign on side of Town Hall in accordance with the submitted plans. Second by A. Kerouack. Motion carried 6-1. Don Francis was opposed.

2. Sign Permit Application; Dr. Brian S. McLeod; 63 Canterbury Road, Map 24, Lot 91, VCD Zone; Dimensions 24” x 4’ free standing; Windham Urology Group PC.
A.Kerouack asked if sight line would be affected. J. Roberson stated that she did not think so.
M. Sigfridson commented that, in the photo, the existing sign looks old and worn. 

C. Dunlop asked if the existing sign is marked on both sides. Julie stated no. He asked if it would be. Julie stated no.

A.Kerouack asked of what material the sign is made. Julie stated that she believes it is wood. 

Motion by A. Kerouack to approve the Sign Permit Application of Dr. Brian S. McLeod, 63 Canterbury Road, Map 27 (Map 24 on Agenda), Lot 91, VCD Zone, for a 3’ x 4’ sign on an existing post; Windham Urology Group PC in accordance with the submitted plans, materials and testimony with the finding that the proposal is consistent with the standards of the Village Center District. Second by Craig Dunlop. Motion carried 6-1. M. Sigfridson was opposed.
3. Election of Secretary.
A.Kerouack nominated himself for the position of Secretary to the Town of Brooklyn, Planning and Zoning Commission. Nomination seconded by M. Sigfridson. 
There were no other nominations.

Motion by M. Sigfridson to close the nominations. I did not hear a second.

Motion carried unanimously.

VIII. Reports of Officers and Committees:

1. Zoning Enforcement Officer’s Report July 2014.
J. Roberson reported:

· Report incorrectly indicates no permit issued for 262 Bailey Woods Road. She did issue a permit, but did not issue a Certificate of Zoning Compliance (off by a couple of feet).
2. Discussion of Route 6 Build Out – None.
3. Wal-Mart Update.
J. Roberson reported:

· They asked for lighting bond back, but she has not released it because they have not met the lighting as approved by the P&Z Commission.

· They have prepared a proposal to muck out the detention basin to make it more permeable. Going to Wetlands for review next week and will make a determination on whether or not that action is consistent with the approved maintenance plan. Working with Town Engineer, Syl Pauley.
4. Courtesy Ford Update.
J. Roberson reported:
· She has not lifted the Cease and Desist Order. They did paint the parking areas as the site plan dictated, but they are not parking all the vehicles in the vehicle display areas. They are parking in the driveway entrances. She believes they have met the site plan requirement, but she is not sure that the parking situation is a zoning violation. She asked the Commission for guidance. 

C. Kelleher stated that the lines were required because of concern with safety issues with the width of the driveway. She did not remember if it was a condition of approval. She stated that if it was, then it would be a zoning violation if not adhered to. 
Discussion ensued.

C. Kelleher suggested that action should be taken starting with a fine. J. Roberson will check the original approval.
5. Correspondence – Cease and Desist Order to Terry H. Jax, dated July 21, 2014.
6. Chairman’s Report – None.
IX. Public Commentary:
Jules Dagastino, 6 Barrett Hill, suggested that the Commission put on the agenda (in the fall) their goals regarding Route 169 to open discussion again. No more subcommittee. He had given a rough draft of the Stonewalls Ordinance which was a recommendation of the Committee. Advisory Committee died. He feels leaving this for the consultant to re-write the regulations would take years. He is still committed to this cause. He feels Route 169 is very vulnerable because there is no definition for limited business enterprise. He stated that he is aghast that two-and-a-half years have gone by and nothing has been done. 

He referenced an article and stated that he wanted responses to two comments contained in the article: 

· “The Subcommittee has done so much work and is so close to recommendation that she is confident the work can be completed.” He asked the Commission to help him understand how they could be so close.
· “Incorporated in the Town’s effort to re-examine all the Zoning Regulations and not trying to reconstitute Committee.” He asked, if the Committee is alive and well, why are we pushing it off to a consultant to re-examine the regulations?”
He stated that there needs to be discussions with residents in the community. 

C. Kelleher stated that the Committee had made a great deal of progress and she asked M. Sigfridson to respond because she was both a member of Mr. Dagastino’s group as well as the Subcommittee.

M. Sigfridson stated that they have not met since December, scheduling meetings was difficult after Deane’s accident, then they lost Deane Rettig as a member. However, they did meet several times and the definition of limited business enterprise was the focus at one point. She does not remember what the next step was to be or why it hasn’t happened.
C. Kelleher stated that she was under the impression that it is now in the hands of the Commission. She stated that J. Roberson has not had the time to address this matter. She stated that the last discussion concerning limited business enterprise was to get rid of that whole concept and make everything depend on special permit. She stated that it has been difficult to get it going, and they are depending a lot on the review of the regulations (list of things that the Commission know need to be addressed). She stated that the piecemeal approach does not work.

Mr. Dagastino suggested that he could meet with Rick Ives to discuss where the next step could be. 
R. Ives mentioned that Chris Murphy, NECCOG, is involved and trying to get the Towns together, so there are some things going on.

Discussion ensued among the Commission and R. Ives regarding signs and affordable housing.
C. Kelleher stated that she would like to put discussion of Route 169 on the August 19th agenda. 

X. Adjourn
Motion by M. Sigfridson to adjourn at 10:38 p.m. Second by A. Kerouack. Motion carried unanimously.
